      Technology  update from Mrs. Bevans 

Grade 6 is completing a unit in Microsoft Publisher. They have used basic 

templates to design a newspaper or brochure. This involved a great deal of writing 

that included sports reports, classified ads, travel information, current events, 

importing graphics, etc. After the students work is displayed in the hall, they will 

bring it home. Check it out! We also revisited EXCEL activities to better understand 

the many uses of spreadsheets. It has been very exciting to work with classroom 

teachers to integrate technology into their social studies and ELA projects. (Africa; 

biopoems; periodic table; passports) 

Grade 5 spent a couple of classes preparing for their field trip to the New Bedford 

Whaling museum. They conducted research on various whales, browsed the 

museumôs website and developed background knowledge of that era in history. Mrs. 

Donovanôs class wrote a story and learned how to set it as a news article. During the 

most recent lesson, students conducted a search to find interactive websites that 

would enhance their understanding of surface area (a tough MCAS question). 

Grade 4 was introduced to Microsoft Publisher by creating a Motherôs Day card. 
(Did you get yours? Since Mrs.  Howardôs class is piloting a newspaper unit; they did not make a 

card.) They also used Google maps and tables to organize data about the Midwest 

region. Coming up! All about GOOGLE EARTH. 

Grade 3 has devoted the last couple of classes to math support. They used 

aaamath.com to practice/review concepts for better understanding. We also used 

TIMLINER software to map out colonial events for social studies. Some classes 

were able to use KidPix to create their own fraction posters. Next week we will 

begin a third unit using Microsoft Word and evaluate keyboarding skills.
